Human Rights Treaties are at the core of the international system for the promotion and protection of 
human rights. Ever}' UN member state has ratified at least one of these treaties, making them applicable to 
virtually every child, woman, or man in the world- over six billion people. At the same time, human 
rights violations are rampant. The problem is that the implementation scheme accompanying the core 
human rights standards was drafted during a period of history when effective international monitoring was 
neither intended nor achievable.
