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what progress had been made in conservation since Mr. Gee's
report of 1958—vide Oryx IV, 6.)

Operation Noah.—The audited receipts and expenditure
account of the Kariba Fund, which is presented with this report,
shows that £2,416 15s. 8d was received in gifts to the Society
for Operation Noah, making a total public subscription of
£13,868 11*. 9d. for 1959 and 1960. In 1960 £1,510 was sent to
Africa (£10,500 in 1959). The expenses of the Fund in 1960 were
£142 (£509 in 1959). The balance remaining in hand at the end
of 1960 was £1,207. (A further £1,000 was sent to Africa in
January, 1961.)

Acknowledgments.—The Council wish to express their thanks
to Mr. R. S. R. Fitter for his articles in the Press.

Thanks are also offered to all those who gave lectures and
showed films to the Society itself and to others on its behalf.
