This collection of readings is divided into five
sections: Divergent Views on the State of the
World; Principles and Trends in Global Ecology;
Problems of Pollution and Environmental
Deterioration; Humanistic Considerations; and
Science, Conflict and Human Prospects. The
range of papers is wide and the majority are from
1984 publications, although 50 of the total 323
pages are taken up by the Global 2000 Report of
1982, prepared for the President of the US by the
Council on Environmental Quality and the
Department of State. The Editor has chosen the
particular readings because they represent the
most important issues of our times—deserving a
broad audience among students in many fields.
There is an introductory chapter on The Bio-
sphere by Charles Southwick and a useful index.
