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EDITORIAL NOTES 
IN accordance with our usual practice the major part of this issue of the Journal is 
devoted to the report of the Proceedings of the Annual Conference. The 1963 
Conference, which was held in Jerusalem at the invitation of the Israel National 
Council of Culture and Art, formed an integral part of a general musicological con­
ference of which the main theme was East and West in Music: Regional versus 
Universal Trends. A small proportion of the papers read at the Conference are not 
directly concerned with folk music. It was, however, agreed that for practical purposes 
the complete Proceedings should be published in one volume and we are honoured that 
the Israel National Council of Culture and Art has accepted our Journal as the medium 
of publication.
