In Memoriam

Gil Carl AIRoy

Gil Carl AIRoy, professor of political sci-
ence at Hunter College of the City Univer-
sity of New York, died after a long illness
on May 21 ,1985 . He was 60 years old
and lived in Guttenberg, New Jersey.

In the course of an extraordinary personal
odyssey, Gil AIRoy, who was born in
Czernowitz, Rumania, escaped from both
Nazi and Soviet prison camps during the
Second World War. After a post-war
sojourn in Israel, he came to the United
States in 1954. He graduated with
honors from the City College of New
York in 1959, received, with distinction,
his doctorate in political science from
Princeton University in 1963, and joined
the Hunter College faculty in 1964.

Professor AIRoy's fields of specialization
included comparative politics (Western
Europe and the Middle East), the politics
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
