1. Papers should be original and should be neither
published nor be under consideration for publication
elsewhere. RHE-JILAEH accepts originals for revision
in Spanish, English and Portuguese, although will only
publish in the first two languages.

2. Evaluation process and publication times.
RHE-JILAEH publishes three issues yearly (spring,
autumn and winter) with Numbers 1, 2 and 3 being
published before the end of March, September and
December respectively each year. The editors will make

every attempt to be rigorous and transparent throughout

the evaluation process from the initial receipt of the

manuscript to its final acceptance (see www.uc3m.es/rhe

‘Review Process’); we also make a commitment to
reduce the time between acceptance of an article and its
publication as far as possible.

3.  Submission of manuscripts. The manuscripts should
be sent by e-mail (the-jilach@uc3m.es) in a Microsoft
Word file. The graphs, tables and maps which can not be
included in the file may be submitted in an additional
Microsoft Excel file.
