Anannotated bibliography of works that make use of Robert
Axelrod’s The Evolution of Cooperation (Basic Books,
1984) or earlier work included in that book is now available.
The bibliography includes over 200 items with abstracts,
and covers the period 1988-94. It supplements a previous
bibliography that covered the period until 1988.

Recent research areas that have been particularly active
include allowing more than two players, altering the stand-
ard payoffs, introducing noise, and providing population
structure. Population dynamics (including evolutionarily
stable strategies) and limited sets of allowable rules have
also been major research topics. In addition, there have been
a wide variety of new empirical applications from anthro-
pology, biology, economics, law, politics, psychology, and
sociology.

Fulbright scholar awards are now available to offer U.S.
faculty, professionals, teachers, and students the opportunity
to conduct research, teach, or study abroad and to make a
contribution to the growth of mutual understanding among
countries and individuals. Over 31,000 U.S. scholars have
traveled the globe as Fulbright lecturers and researchers
since the beginning of the program. The 1996-97 program
year marks the program’s 50th anniversary.

Awards range from two months to a full academic year,
and assignments are flexible. Openings exist inalmost every
area of the arts and humanities, social sciences, natural and
applied sciences, and professional fields. Fulbright recipi-
ents include academic administrators, independent scholars,
artists, and professionals from the private and public sectors.

Eligibility requirements are U.S. citizenship and a Ph.D.
(or comparable professional qualifications). University or
college teaching experience is expected for lecturing
awards, and language skills are needed for some countries,
although most lecturing assignments are in English. Funding
is provided by the U.S. Information Agency and cooperating
governments and host institutions abroad.
