Manuscripts must be typed double-
spaced, on one side of the paper only, and include an
abstract of no more than 150 words. The author’s
name and affiliation should not appear on the copies
submitted, but only on a separate covering sheet. In
general, the Review considers manuscripts of up to 30
pages in length. Moreover, the Review does not con-
sider manuscripts submitted to other publications.
Manuscripts should be prepared following the
guidelines of the Style Manual for Political Science, a
publication of the American Political Science Associ-
ation’s Committee on Publications. It is available
from the Association’s office. Otherwise, authors
should follow the Chicago Style Manual and the exam-
ple of recent issues of the Review. Graphs and tables
should be presented on separate pages, with their
location in the manuscript indicated, e.g., the notifi-
cation “Table 1 about here,” at the proper places.
