Theory of Comic Imagery in The Decameron by Mary Keelan (Ford-
ham U, Lincoln Center). The luncheon speaker was Sandro Sticca 
(SUNY, Binghamton) on 'Boccaccio and the Birth of the French 
Nouvelle.' 

THE iv CENTENARY OF THE DEATH OP T I T I A N is being commemo­
rated at the Metropolitan Museum of Art, New York, by an exhibition 
of all his paintings owned by the Museum, together with a few pictures 
by his immediate followers and contemporaries. The exhibition, which 
was made possible by a grant from the Esther Annenberg Simon Chari­
table Trust, includes portraits as well as religious, mythological, and 
allegorical subjects. 

THE YALE REPERTORY THEATRE, which began its 1976-77 season on 
October 1,1976, with Shakespeare's Julius Caesar, will conclude its sea­
son of seven plays with another Shakespeare piece, Macbeth, opening 
April 15, 1977. 

THE M E T R O P O L I T A N M U S E U M OF ART, New York, opened an ex­
hibition of Roman baroque drawings and prints on November 2, 1976. 
It includes works by Bernini, Pietro da Cortona, Domenichino, Anni-
bale Carracci, Salvator Rosa, Pietro Testa, Rubens, Poussin, and Claude 
Lorrain. The fifty-nine drawings and forty-one prints are drawn from 
the holdings of the Museum and supplemented with loans from public 
and private collections in New York, including The Pierpont Morgan 
Library, The Cooper-Hewitt Museum of Design, Anthony M. Clark, 
Richard and Trude Krautheimer, Marilyn and Irving Lavin, Mr. & Mrs. 
John Steiner, and two anonymous collectors.
