Grants will be made on a
competitive basis for two- to three-year collaborative projects
that will contribute significantly to the advancement of
scholarship on cross-cultural mission and/or the development
of Chnstianity in the southern and eastern continents. Grants
will range from $50,000 to $100,000 (U.S.) per year.

Projects should be directed by one or more established scholars,
have access to appropriate research facilities, involve scholars
from two or more regions of the world, and contribute to the
intellectual and cross-cultural vitality of the global Christian
movement. Projects that are interdenominational and
interdisciplinary and that elicit significant contributions from
the non-Western world are particularly welcome. Two or three
grants will be awarded at the end of 1997, subject to the quality
of proposals received and the availability of funds.

The deadline for receiving initial proposals (maximum four
pages) for 1997 Research Advancement Grants is May 1, 1997.
