On a slab in the choir a brass, bearing, on a wreath, a fleur-de-lis,
beneath it—

On a common flag in the centre aisle a small brass, with the inscription—
"Mary Fogerthwaite," surmounting a heart, bearing the date 1781.

Above the sepulchral slab of Abbot Thornton (vide Preface, p. xx.) is a
marble tablet in memory of Mark Buhner, of Middleham, ob. 30 June,
1792, his wife and son ; it bears the following arms :

Gules, a lion rampant, within an orle of billets or.
Crest. On a wreath of the colours, a demi-bull rampant regardant

gules, armed and ungnled or, charged on the shoulder with an escallop
between two billets in fess of the second. Buhner.
