These volumes bring to a close the only comprehensive 

edition of the surviving correspondence of William Morris. The 
letters articulate his problematic political and artistic stands and 
equally problematic position within the aesthetic movement of 
the 1890s. Eloquently voiced are the complex-ities of his 
troubled marriage and his devotion to his daughters.

But the dominant themes are the Kelmscott Press and the 
building of Morris's important library of medieval manuscripts 
and early printed books. The letters record the way in which 
the Press becomes not only the center of Morris's aesthetic 
ambitions and achievements but also the site for his closest 
human relations.

The letters are thoroughly annotated and, with texts and 
notes, provide a new assessment of Morris's career. Included 
also are two important documents: F. S. Ellis's Valuation List of 
Morris's library, made after Morris's death and never before 
published, and the text of what was to be Morris's final essay on 
socialism, published in 1896.
