The present edition
includes the formerly secret Gazetteer with corrections and
additions of maps and considerable new material to take into
account developments up to 1970, The Gazetteer will include the
following 6 volumes: I Badakhshan; II Farah; III Herat;
IV Kandahar; V Northern Provinces; VI Kabul. The first volume
appeared in June and the second will be out by the end of this
year. Subsequently, there will be two volumes each year.
