They deal witli the more 
important English and Foreign publications, and their aim, whore possible, is to 
dwell rather on the general development of the subject, than upon the part played 
therein by the hook under notice. 

(4) PitouuEMS AXn SOMTJOSK, generally selected to show the trend of investiga­
tion at the universities, so far SB is ehown to the most reaent scholarship papers. 
Questions of special interest or novelty also find a place in this section. 

(5) isnonT JSOTICICS, of books not specially dealt with in the BKVJIEWS.
