Their choice of alternatives repre­
sented radically different social values

We see how litigation came to 
express the aggressive competition, 
individualism, and materialism that 
American society esteems. But we also 
learn what is lost: the sense of commu­
nity coherence and sharing that alterna­
tives to litigation express.

1. CITATIONS: All notes that consist merely of supporting 
citations should be placed in parentheses in the text. They 
should follow the st~tement they support and be in the 
following style:

2. FOOTNOTES: All footnotes should be numbered 
sequentially and placed immediately after the text. They 
should contain only substantive comments and additional 
references not immediately relevant to the text. 
3. REFERENCES: References are to be placed at the end of 
the manuscript. For more than one publication by the same 
author, list them in chronological order beginning with the
