cerned with or who are interested in the science and art of navigation.
Membership is not restricted to those who hold professional qualifications, but
is open to others who wish to further the alms of the Institute,

By coordinating the knowledge snd achizvements of marine and air navigators,
scientists and those assoclated with the development and production of navigs-
tional equipment, the work of the Institure is directed towards raising the
standard of navigation, In the field of education It is the aim of the Institute to
biing practical pavigators Into contact with feachers and ressarch workers o
inrresse 8 common apprecistion of the imsues involved. It is an object of the
Institute to cncoursge research in equipment and methods; through it publics-
tions it gives a wide clrculation to original work on navigation so that new
developments and suggestions can be sppreciated by those most directly con-
ceroed with them,

The activities of the institute inclede the bolding of monthly meetings to
diacuss specific problems, the publication of & Journal and of sther works con-
cerned with different 2spects of pavigation, and such other activities as the
Council may deem necessary to promote knowledge in mavigation and its
sssociated sciences.

The Jourval of the Iusitue of Navigeton In lasued free each quarter to all
members and contains a full account of the Institute's proceedings, It prints the
papers which are presented at mestings, together with their ensuing discussion,
and other original papers contributing to the science of navigation. It also
contains a record of current navigatiomal work, reviews of important books,
antl general papers of interest to navigators and those with similar interests.

The work of the Institute is coordinered with that of similar societies shroad,
snd in particular with the work of the United States and Commonwealth
Institutes of Navigation, whose proceedings are available to members.

Membership. There are five classes of membership of the Institute:

(1) roNOorARY MumeErs, who shall be distinguished persons upon
whom the Council roay see fit to confer an honorary distinction,

(1) FELLOWS, who shall be members, of at least three years' 5
who, in the opinion of the Council, have made & contribution of value to
nxvigation.

(3) MEMBERS, wha shall be persons over twenty-one years of age who
can sstisfy the Council of thefy interest in navigation,

(4) STUDENT MEMBERS, who shall be persons under twenty-five years
of age studying with a view to making navigation, or an sllied interest,
their career.

(§) corFonaTE MEMBERS, who shall be companies, universities,
pavigation schools, government departments and other organizations, hers
and abroad, who are directly or indirectly interested in the science of
navigation. Corporate Members sre entitled to send representatives to all
lnstitute meetings and to receive six copies of the Jourpel, and other
publications. They are encouraged to tke an sctive part in the Institute’s
work. Application should be by letter addressed to the Executive
