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Like any large city, Atlanta offers an enor-
mous selection of restaurants. Rather than
provide a comprehensive guide, we have
chosen to recommend a few of the estab-

lishments with which we are familiar and/

or which generally receive good reviews
from colleagues and the press. In addi-
tion it should be noted that the Hilton
Hotel, the Marriott Marquis and the Hyatt
Regency are located on adjacent blocks
and contain several quality eating establish-
ments. The Marriott and the Hyatt are
linked by skywalks to Peachtree Plaza
which is an area featuring numerous casual
eating establishments of modest to mod-
erate price suitable for lunch. Access to
the Marta Rail System is also available at
the Peachtree Plaza.

In" addition to the restaurants noted
below, *‘Underground Atlanta,” a down-
town shopping and entertainment area
being developed by the Rouse Company,
is scheduled to be open by the time of the
convention. A complex of new and re-
stored buildings below street level, Under-
ground will include a variety of bars and
restaurants and should be well worth a
visit.

Restaurants which do not accept reser-
vations are noted. Reservations are either
suggested or required for all other listed
restaurants. The estimated average cost
for dinner with hors d'oeuvre and desert
but without beverages is noted as follows:

The Best of Atlanta

If you come to a convention to experi-
ence fine dining, then you will not be dis-
appointed by any of the following restau-
rants. The price, of course, is expensive in
keeping with the quality. If you are negoti-
ating a new book contract, these are the
places to be taken to close the deal. With
the exception of Nikolai’s Roof and The
Restaurant, all require a cab ride or pri-
vate transportation.

The Dining Room. Located in the Ritz-
Carlton, Buckhead. 3434 Peachtree Road.
Continental cuisine in an elegant setting.

Nikolai’'s Roof. Located on the top of
the Hilton Hotel and reached by a special
elevator, this restaurant offers exceptional
dining and a panoramic view of the Atlanta
area.

Russian and continental specialties
are featured. The menu is limited and the
price is fixed. Reservations are required
and are often booked weeks in advance.
