Before bringing up important changes affecting the IJLI, 1
wish to give tribute to those without whom this proceedings issue would not
have been possible, the organizers of the successful Lund conference: legal
historian Kjell Ake Modéer, Professor of Law at the University of Lund, and
IALL Secretary Britt S.M. Kjolstad, Lund University alumna and Librarian
at the United Nations Library in Geneva. Britt’s daughter, Helle Kjolstad
and Mats Svensson, law students at the University of Lund, were responsible
for the local arrangements. The 16th Course was conducted in cooperation
with the Raoul Wallenberg Institute of Human Rights and Humanitarian
Law, affiliated with the Lund University and founded in 1984 to promote
research, training and education in the fields of human rights and
humanitarian law. The organizers succeeded in attracting not only prominent
speakers in the field of human rights, but were also able to provide an
"immersion" into the Swedish legal system and in the history and culture of
Skéne. This southern region of Sweden had, until the latter part of the 17th
century, belonged to Denmark, giving the institution and the area its
distinctive character. The field trips in the, for Sweden, record hot summer
of 1997, included not only an excursion to a refugee camp in Landskrona,
but also visits to castles dating back to the period when Sweden was a great
power.

It is a great pleasure to announce that with this issue the West Group
is assuming the responsibility for printing and distributing the Journal. After
negotiations also with another major international publisher, IALL President
Larry Wenger signed the final contract between the International Association
of Law Libraries and the West Group on November 3, 1998. It stipulates that
West will print and distribute the Journal as a public service for a five-year
period (1997 - 2002), after which the contract will be up for renewal. To the
reader and IALL Member, it should mean a more reliable and stable
schedule. In order to catch up with the delays in publication, the current and
following volumes, vols. 25 (1997) and 26 (1998), will be published as
consolidated issues, encompassing numbers 1-3. Starting with volume 27 in
the Spring of 1999, IJLI will again be published three times a year: Spring,
Summer and Winter.
