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CONTRIBUTORS

DAVID MATTHEWS recently completed a work for unaccompanied violin; he has also been working on
scoring a film for Carl Davis.

PAUL RAPOPORT is the author ofOpus Est: Six Composers from Northern Europe and a complete catalogue of
the works of Vagn Holmboe; he is also a frequent contributor to TEMPO. His article represents the
theoretical side of the musical resources which he hopes to apply in future compositions.
