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a nomination form from the General Secretary. Candidates must be proposed by two 
members of the Society, one at least of whom shall have personal knowledge of the Candi- 
date. There is an annual subscription of £36.00, for which the Member will receive his 
choice of two of the Society's journals; if all three journals (Mineralogical Magazine, Minera- 
logical Abstracts, and Clay Minerals) are required, the annual subscription is £48.00. 
Members elected before they reach the age of 23 need only pay an annual subscription 
one-third that of an Ordinary Member for the first two years. Other concessions are open 
to undergraduates, to full-time research students, to married couples, and to members 
aged 60 or over (particulars from the General Secretary). New members should state which 
of the Society's journals they wish to take; on payment of their first annual subscription 
they will receive all the appropriate numbers for the year for which the subscription was 
paid. 

Associate Members, who will receive the Society's Bulletin but no other publications, 
are entitled to attend all meetings on the same terms as Ordinary Members; they pay 
an annual subscription of £12.00. However, for an annual subscription of £24-00 Associate 
Members can take one of the Society's journals. Candidates for Associate Membership 
shall be proposed by one Ordinary Member. 

Authors alone are responsible for the views set forth in their respective papers; these 
should be sent to the Editor at the Society's office. Authors are advised to consult the 
Notes for the Guidance of Authors (available from the Society's publications office) before 
submitting papers. Those who are members of the Society are allowed, free of charge, 
50 copies of their papers published in the magazine. Copyright of all papers accepted 
shall be assigned to the Society before publication, except where Crown Copyright is 
reserved. 
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
