Because of several long, blacli, brjstlelike hairs among the fine hairs bordering 
the posterior spiracle, Oryg711fl mav he traced in some keys to the family Sepsidae, 
wlaich it reserrlbles also in the abruptlv abbreviated anal vein and broad, flat, 
facial carina. In this last respect, andwin habitus, Orygma also seems close to 
O?rro?nyia Coq.. a genus n.hich has heen variously placed in Scopeumatidae, 
Coelapidae, and Pallopteridne.
