husband, W. Averell Harriman, the
former U.S. ambassador to the
Soviet Union and Great Britain,
secretary of commerce, governor of
New York, and adviser to several
presidents.

Mann joined Brookings as Gov-
ernmental Studies director in 1987,
overseeing about 30 resident and
non-resident scholars studying
American governmental and polit-
ical institutions, processes of policy-
making, and domestic policy issues.
The program seeks to increase the
nation's understanding of contem-
porary issues of governance and
policy.

Mann holds a bachelor's degree
from the University of Florida and a
master's and a Ph.D. from the Uni-
versity of Michigan. A former
executive director of the American
Political Science Association, he has
published numerous books, articles,
and opinion pieces on various
aspects of American politics.
