Recent research on the Soviet period of Russian literary history has eliminated many gaps in our 
understanding of that complex era. With few exceptions, however, little critical attention has been 
directed to the most important of all Soviet genres: the production novel, or proizvodstvennyi 
roman. Such neglect is particularly true of production novels written in the transitional era between 
the late 1920s and the early 1930s.
