These M,ork
sessions are supplemented wth lectures and seminars covering fundamental
aspects of hospital epidemiology including epidemiology and surveillance,
epidemic investigation, transmission and control of nosocomlal mfections,
disinfection and sterilization. employee health, isolation systems, regulator)

compliance, and quality nnprovement.

Who Should Attend
You should attend if you are a hospital epidemiologist or an infection control
practitioner or if you are looking for a course that will provide you the most
current Information concerning infection control practices and
epidcmiologlcal  methods in health care. This fundamental program will
provide you with the opportunities to find solutions to real situations that
will occur in the hospital setting. Intensive problem solving sessions are

supplemented M ith lectures and seminars presented by leading authorities.
