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EFRA{M CARDOZO (1906-1973) 

Among the historians of the Americas, Efrafm Cardozo will long remain 
a recognized symbol of Paraguay's first-order contribution to Hispanic 
intellectualism. As journalist, diplomat, professor, and political party leader, 
Cardozo immortalized the "issues" of his nation and of his people—from 
the Guarani and Jesuit beginnings and the repeated wars of near-total devas­
tation to the contemporary questions of lingering juridical disputes. 

" Activist" by nature and statesman by character, Professor Cardozo had 
few rivals in depth of public service to Paraguay: as National Deputy, 
Minister of Justice and Public Instruction, Plenipotentiary to the Chaco 
War Peace Conference, Senator, and President of the Radical Liberal Party. 
His scholarship, too, will long remain a singular bibliography of Paraguayan
