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La XVII' Semaine de Missiologie de Louvain {1946)1

A REPORT has now been published of the papers read and the discussions which took place
at the Semaine de Missiologie held at Louvain in 1946, under the chairmanship of the Most
Rev. Dom Th. Neve, Abbe de St. Andre. The conference, which was the first to be held
since the war, was occupied with a study of the African family. The papers read dealt with
such subjects as LaFamille, cellule sociale; La Denatalite au Congo; La Signification de la
dot; Mariage coutumier et mariage religieux; Matriarcat et famille chretienne.

licole d'Art Indigene de Katako-Kombe
A SCHOOL of art was started at Katako-Kombe (Lusambo, Belgian Congo) in December
1946 by Adolphe Francois—who at an earlier date had done much to develop the indi-
genous craft of pottery at Wembo-Niama. At Katako-Kombe there are 30 pupils, grouped
in 4 categories: master sculptors, assistants, junior assistants, and apprentices. The school
specializes in the carving of ivory, wood, and in copper-work. Work is carried out on a
co-operative basis, and the proceeds from the sale of their work are divided among the
workers in proportion to their qualifications, a certain sum being allotted to a mutual in-
surance fund. Examples of the work of the school were exhibited at the Concours
Artisanal held in Leopoldville in 1947, and an ivory group—Scene indigene—was awarded
a first prize.

Nos Images
AN illustrated monthly paper, with letterpress in French and one of four vernacular lan-
guages (Lingala, Kikongo, Kiswahili, Tshiluba) published its first issue in July 1948—at
Le'opoldville. The paper consists of 8 pages and carries photographs of local scenery, in-
dustrial installations and activities, and local personages. A subscription for 6 issues costs
2.6 fr. in Congo and do jr. elsewhere.

Progris de I'Enseignement Agricoh au Congo
L'AMELIORATION de 1'economie agricole indigene du Congo Beige ne peut se faire sans le
concours d'une elite rurale, laquelle est constitute par les Assistants Agricoles. Les Assis-
tants Agricoles Indigenes seront issus des ficoles d'Assistants Agricoles, etablissements
d'enseignement technique comportant trois annees d'ecolage. Ces institutions ne seront
accessibles qu'aux jeunes gens ayant termine au moins les trois premieres annees d'etude
secondaire. Les etudes scolaires sont completees par un stage d'un an. Les stagiaires sont
payes pendant cette periode a raison de 1.500 jr. par mois plus les indemnites. Apres le stage,
les elements qui le desirent pourront entrer dans les cadres de la Colonie au salaire minimum
de base de 18.360 jr. par an.

Les Ecoles d'Assistants Agricoles qui fonctionnent actuellement au Congo sont situe"es a
Kisantu, dans le Bas-Congo et a Kamponde, dans le Kasai. Ces ecoles sont gerees par la
Cadulac (Centre Agronomique de l'Universite de Louvain au Congo). D'autres ecoles
seront organisees a bref delai dans les autres regions de la Colonie.

Training School for Tribal headers in Portuguese Africa
A DECREE issued by the Portuguese Government in June 1948 provides for the establish-
ment of two training schools for tribal leaders in Angola and two in Moc,ambique. These
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
