This highly specialized working tool of 87,200 entries contains
cards prepared by the African Section as well as by such European
bibliographic sources as CARDAN, CIDESA, and the Fondation
Nationale des Sciences Politiques, Paris.

The catalog is divided according to individual countries and re-
gions and is subdivided alphabetically by subject. An author index
to poetry and short stories published in African literary journals is
also included.
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The Ibadari University Library, largest of its kind in Tropical Africa,

is especially renowned for its pioneer and extensive collection of

books, pamphlets, political tracts, reprints, and other ephemera on

Africa in general, with particular attention to everything known to

have been written on Nigeria. This author catalog covers not only

the Africana Section, but all works in the Library that contain refer-

ences to the African continent.
