These chambers M. Naville identifies with the store-rooms, which were the distinguishing mark
of the cities which the Israelites built for Pharaoh, and in which he stored his grain and
provisions on the border of the empire, where his armies on the march against the Arabs of
the desert would naturally require supplies. That the chambers belonged to Pithom and not to
any other store-city is abundantly proved by inscriptions of the time of Rameses the Oppressor
himself, found on the spot. Further research established the fact that Pithom was situate in
the district of Thuku, or Thuket, which by analogy with other phonetic changes in the conver-
sion of Egyptian names into Hebrew and Greek, is identified by M. Naville with Succoth, the
first halting-place of the Israelites on their exodus. The immediate effect of this double
discovery is to overthrow Brugsch's theory that the route of the Israelites was by the northern
road into Syria, skirting the Serbonian Bog ; and to compel a return to the older view that the
exodus must have been made by way of the Wady Tumilat, while the miraculous passage of the
sea must have taken place close to Lake Timsah."
