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The author gives a full expos6 of the factors making for a rapid urbanization
since 1945 in Yugoslavia: the Communist ideology, the agrarian over-
population, the growth of industry and the increase of people employed in
government and other services. The economic and social consequences, e.g.,
the change in the family structure, and the exact proportions of the growth
of urban centres are also discussed at length.
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
