the academy, in which it is situated, and the feminist 
movement, from which it draws its nourishment and 
vision. Founded in 1985, it is published twice a year 
in spring and fall.

the Jewish past. Issues of identity and 
peoplehood, the vistas opened by the 
integration of gender as a primary 
category in the study of history, and the 
multiplicities inherent in the evolution 
of Jewish societies and cultures around 
the world and over time are themes 
of prime interest to the journal. In 
reconstructing the past, JSS also 
features work in anthropology, politics, 
sociology, religion and literature, as 
well as publishing specific case studies, 
engaging in theoretical discussion; all of 
which serve to rechart the boundaries of 

Jewish historical scholarship. 
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
