NEWS FROM THE DEPARTMENTS 

Universi ty of Alberta: Professor J . G . Kemeny spent four 
days he re , March 12 to 15, as a visiting lecturer for the Mathe­
matical Association of Amer ica . He gave two colloquium talks 
on "Markov chains in probability theory" and public lectures on 
"New developments in the teaching of mathemat ics" and on 
"Mathematics in the Social Sciences" . He was guest speaker at 
a dinner meeting of the Mathematics and Physics club, at which 
he gave a delightful popular talk on the way group theory might 
have originated, and he also addressed several groups of mathe­
mat ics s tudents . His visit was greatly appreciated. 

Professor P . Erdos ar r ived early in Apri l , to spend about 
three weeks h e r e . He is giving a se r ies of lectures on combi­
natorial problems and number theory. Dr . Guinand, Dr . Lowig 
and Dr . Baker a re planning to attend the International Mathe­
matical Congress in Edinburgh this summer . Dr . Moser and 
D r . Gupta will be attending the Summer Research Institute at 
Kingston. Dr . Horton has obtained sabbatical leave for the 
session 1958-59, and will probably spend the year in England. 
Dr . Helfenstein has resigned to take up a permanent appointment 
at the University of Ottawa. Dr . I. Guttman has extended his 
leave of absence for another year at Pr inceton. Dr . R . O . A . 
Robinson has been appointed to the staff as Associate P ro fesso r , 
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effective August 1, 1958. Mr . W. Zayachkowski has been awarded 
a National Research Council studentship for 1958-59. 

A group of six Mathematical Scholarships for Universi ty 
matr iculants will be competed for in the Alberta high schools 
this summer . This is the second year of our scholarship scheme, 
which is supported par t ly locally and par t ly by the Canadian 
Mathematical Congress . 

Assumption University (Windsor): L. L o m e CampbelljPh.D, 
has been appointed to the faculty with the rank of Assis tant P r o ­
fessor . H .A. Eliopoulos has been granted a fellowship for the 
Summer Research Institute at Queen's Univers i ty .

McMaster Universi ty (Hamilton): Extension of our graduate 
studies to the P h .

P ro fes so r s 
Paul Dedecker and Paul Erdos have spent per iods at McMaster 
during the past sess ion . A .H. Wallace, University of Toronto, 
and B . Bra inard , Universi ty of Western Ontario, have talked at 
s e m i n a r s .
