Act 5 includes the song “It was a lover and his lass,” published in Thomas Morley’s First Book of Ayres in 1600. The only existing copy of this book is in the
Folger Shakespeare Library. We're not sure which came first. It is possible that Shakespeare wrote the words and Morley the music, that Morley wrote the
song and Shakespeare used it for his play, or that this was a popular song used by both Shakespeare and Morley.
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
