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The four young men of Love's Labour's Lost vow to concentrate on scholarship, not love. To illustrate their 

fall from this lofty intellectual pursuit, Shakespeare has the lovers turn to writing and reading love poetry. As 
Dumaine declares, "Once more I'll read the ode that I have writ," to which Berowne, his scornful and spying 

companion, replies, "Once more I'll mark how love can vary wit" (4.3.103, 4.3.104). 
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
