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Thomas Abthorpe Cooper (1776-1849) is depicted here as Pericles, having just donned the armor rescued from the sea. The print by William Skelton quotes the final 
line of Act 2, Scene 1. The full couplet reads: 'Then honor be but a goal to my will; This day I'll rise or else add ill to ill' (2.1.171-172). 
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
