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John Lyly's Euphues. The anatomy of vvit is a possible source for The Two Gentlemen of Verona. The anatomy of wit was the first of two prose romances about the 
young Euphues, the second of which, Euphues and His England, was published in 1580. Both books detail the romantic adventures of the student Euphues amidst more 

lofty discussions of philosophy, religion, and love. 
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
