John Massey Wright's watercolor of Timon of Athens was part of a series of paintings illustrating each of Shakespeare's plays, though there are only 29 
works in the Folger collection. It's possible these watercolors were completed for a late 18th- or early 19th-century edition of Shakespeare, though we 

have no current evidence of publication. 
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
