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Barnaby Rich's His Farewell to Militaire Profession is a possible source for Twelfth Night or What You Will. Rich was a soldier and author, active in the late sixteenth and 
early seventeenth century, who published widely, among other topics, about military matters. Rich's Farewell, published in 1581, meditates upon warriors, women, and
